That growth includes thoughts to
outside rentals for meetings, retreats, and celebrations that could provide an
additional revenue source for the parish, allowing future projects within the "True
North" plans to proceed, and providing us with more chances to aid our community
through outreach to the unhoused and underserved. I sincerely hope that you are
excited by this new direction, and the opportunities it will afford us to serve both our
parishioners and community alike. 

Tonight's "Evening at the Derby" would not be possible without the concerted and
steadfast efforts of our staff and volunteers, and the items donated by our
parishioners and local partners. Special thanks are extended to our Parish Event
Coordinator, Angela Erb, who devoted well more than her normal working hours to
ensure we would have the opportunity to raise awareness and funds for our work at
the North Campus.

Sacred Heart is a dynamic and growing community of
faith in the heart of downtown Tampa, with a strong
history of volunteerism and outreach. 

It is no secret that downtown Tampa is growing at an
exponential rate. Over the last four years, an
estimated 20,000 new residents moved within a 1.5-
mile radius of our church, a fifth of which are
projected to be Catholic.

While our challenge and opportunity is to build a
foundation for current and future growth, our parish
also must adapt its resources to continue to provide
for those forgotten within our community. As part of
that understanding, we intend to renovate and
expand our parish's North Campus to meet both
needs.

How Our North Campus
Became The Center of Our
Parish Outreach

Formerly Sacred Heart Academy, a parochial school which operated for more than 80 years,
Sacred Heart's North Campus is a near-10 acre property located along Florida Avenue, just
two miles north of the church itself. As the growth in downtown has evolved, so too has our
reliance on the North Campus as the epicenter for parochial and outreach activities. 

Our parish hosts nearly all faith formation classes and ministry meetings from the property, as
well as donation drives, and our weekly outreach to the unhoused. Sacred Heart is home to
more than 20 ministries that take part in regular outreach activities with local non-profit
organizations, in addition to parish-wide initiatives, embodying the spirit of Jesus' call to
action in Matthew's Gospel.

While many things have changed in the time since
we last had the opportunity to gather in this way,
the reason for our gathering remains the same: to
celebrate and enhance the great work of our
parish and its many ministries.

As a Franciscan parish, Sacred Heart and its
congregation are very much in tune with the
friars’ devotions to justice, peace, and integrity of
creation.

The campus
was previously a school which operated from 1931 to 2013, and now serves as the
primary meeting and event space for our parish. From hosting our family faith
formation classes, to the aforementioned Hands of Hope ministry and their weekly
meal preparation, the campus’ auditorium and its adjoining cafeteria and kitchen
need renovation.

The aim of our Gala is to raise enough capital to begin the necessary plumbing and
electrical improvements inside the North Campus kitchen and auditorium, as much of
the existing infrastructure is original to the initial build and deteriorating. After the
three-year hiatus, our parish is excited for the return of this evening's fundraising
event, and our chance to collectively address these needs. We hope you will enjoy
this night of dinner and dancing alongside our live and silent auctions while
considering how you can help us maintain and improve the infrastructure necessary
to continue assisting the vulnerable and marginalized within our community.
